Tutorial Seven: Using Logic Studio Effects: Reverb

In this tutorial you will learn how to insert an effect into the signal path that will add space and depth to the original sound. The effect that is used most often to achieve this is called Reverberation or ‘Reverb”

1. Start Logic and create a Steinway Grand Piano software instrument based on your custom template.

2. In the channel strip for this instrument select the upper Inserts area.
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3. From the resulting menu choose the Reverb group and then PlatinumVerb.
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4. Double click the insert tab to reveal the reverb effects module.
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5. Select the default tab and choose Reflective Room




6. Listen to the effect of the reverb plug-in and try changing some of the parameters. The two main settings for the output are Dry and Wet. Dry being the output volume without any effect and Wet being the output volume with the reverb effect. Read the online Logic Studio Instruments and Effects Guide for further information about the other settings. 

7. Add a track with an EFM1 synthesizer and insert a reverb effect. Try changing the reverb parameters and listen to the resulting changes in the sound characteristics. Try some of the other reverb effects modules available.
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
