Tutorial Ten: Using the Piano Roll Editor

In this tutorial you will study the Logic Studio Documentation regarding the use of the Piano Roll editor, its main features and workflow.

1. Start Logic and create a new project based on the Steinway Template.

2. From the Screen Menu select Window –Piano Roll

The Piano Roll Editor Window
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This editor is called the piano roll editor as it represents note events as beams that resemble the holes cut into the paper of pianola (player piano) piano rolls. Piano roll editors are a powerful way of entering and editing MIDI data – they are often referred to as Matrix Editors. 

3. Study chapter 16 of the Logic Pro User Manual, which describes various features and tools associated with the piano roll editor.

4. Using the score ‘Ode to Joy’ enter the note values via the piano roll editor making adjustments to note pitch, length and velocity via the tools described in the chapter.
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
