Tutorial Twelve: Using Logic to add a soundtrack to a movie

In this tutorial you will use Logic Studio to import a mute video sequence, add a soundtrack and then export the sequence to a QuickTime movie.

1. Download the video sequence LogicMovie.mov from the module homepage

2. Start Logic and from the Template Menu select Music For Picture.
3. Save the file as MovieSoundtrack.
4. From the Video timeline above the first audio track select Open Movie

5. Double click the movie window in the left top corner and play the sequence.

6. Now choose an appropriate audio loop from the Jam Pack media library to use as 

the main backing track.

7. Now create some instruments tracks and play some sounds over the sequence and then record your piece.

8. When your satisfied with the results select Options - Movie - Export Audio to Movie accept the default settings – now view and listen to your movie in the QuickTime Player!
This editor is called the piano roll editor as it represents note events as beams that resemble the holes cut into the paper of pianola (player piano) piano rolls. Piano roll editors are a powerful way of entering and editing MIDI data – they are often referred to as Matrix Editors. 

9. Study chapter 16 of the Logic Pro User Manual, which describes various features and tools associated with the piano roll editor.

10. Using the score ‘Ode to Joy’ enter the note values via the piano roll editor making adjustments to note pitch, length and velocity via the tools described in the chapter.
