Tutorial Two: Creating Project Templates and Viewing the Score

1. Start Logic and create a new software instrument track

2. Setup an EXS24 Sampler with the Steinway Grand Piano sample collection

3. Save this as a custom template called Steinway Grand Piano EXS24– see the Logic Studio Guide for details

4. Close Logic and relaunch – your custom template should now be visible in a folder called My Templates
5. Using your new template make a recording of the notes played from C1 to C5 on your MIDI Keyboard

6. Open the Score Window - you should see the notes you played placed in their respective positions on the bass and treble staves

7. To view the score in a separate window select Score from the screen menu
then from the score View menu select Page View
8. Now try out some of the other software instruments such as the EFM1 FM Synthesizer and Sculpture Modeling Synthesizer try creating some software instrument tracks for various devices and sounds – bass, piano, guitar, organ, drums.
